The Chorus is a registered charity and currently receives no statutory or corporate funding. Contrary to some popularly held beliefs SPC is rarely paid for performing in concerts, either at the City Hall or further afield. In most cases the singing members effectively invest their money as well as their voices in the performances heard and enjoyed by its audiences. 

Managing a large symphony chorus is quite complex and has, therefore, always been in the hands of a knowledgeable and experienced voluntary committee chosen from singing members. After long deliberation, the Committee has concluded that the most appropriate way to help secure the future is to accept outside help from individuals keen to support the Chorus both financially and practically. 

Essentially we hope that our Friends will 

· provide for the longevity of the Chorus, 

· promote concerts and help us find both new members and sponsors, 

· provide support at our concerts and events.
